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and more difficult. | calculated the
length of a half-wave dipole for 1.848
kHz as 77.10 meters, with each leg
being 38.55 meters long.

A quarter-wave vertical has its image
below ground, so here is what | did:
Rather than making this image a virtu-
al one as in a classic vertical monopole
above the ground, | decided to make it
an actual real physical image.

During the summer, when the lake’s
water level was low, | contracted a local
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PY3CEJ’s in-the-lake antenna for 160 meters. Not visible here is the “mirror” wire
in a PVC pipe that goes 40 meters underground, or underwater radials.
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
